The most common
systemic reactions were headache, malaise, and myalgia. Low viremia levels were detected, mainly of serotype 4. Immune response increased with successive vaccine doses. All partidipants seroconverted
against all 4 serotypes after receiving 3 doses at 0, 4, and 12-15-months, and almost all seroconverted after 2 doses given 8-11 months apart. Sanofi Pasteur's TDV was well tolerated and induced full
serpconversion against all WHO reference strain serotypes after 3 doses.

ECDC comment: 2010-02-01: Currently there is no available vaccine for the dengue flavivirus, Mosquite contral and personal protection are the primary control measures, There are many ongoing
vaccine development programs with vaccine candidates entering phase I or II testing. Previous live-attenuated vacdnes developed through serial cell-culture passages were under- or over attenuated or
caused cross-strain interference, This early clinical trial {phase I) which evaluated the immunogenicity and safety in adults of a novel tetravalent vaccine developed using recombinant technology, shows
promising results. The vaccine contains genes from the atbenuated 17D yellow fever vaccine vinus and genes for premembrane and envelope proteins of each dengue serotype. Sanofi's TDV was well
tolerated and induced full ssroconversion against all WHO dengue virus reference strain serotypes after 3 doses. It also showed an improved safety profile compared with empirically attenuated live virus
vaccines.

I undesrtand that you ask us to review the content of the selection that you have done, but not to propose other items. However, in your email you wrote “which is
related to your country”, that I do not understand but it is probably the standard email that you sent to reviewers.

See below some comments:

1.1 Q Fever: EuroTravNet linked ECDC with one of our expert partner, Pr Raoult, the world expert on Q fever, that answered specific queries. This answers
were sent by email and a phone conference had been organized. We just wanted to be sure that you were aware of that, as you might like integrate some
answers and information you received.

1.2 West Nile: you might state in the first sentence that West Nile virus (WNV) is transmitted by mosquitoes (chiefly of the genus Culex) with wild birds as its
natural hosts, also playing a role for geographic spreading of WNV

1.2.1. Plague: A EuroTravNet collaborator and expert took part in the investigation of Plague in Algeria. They have investigated a new Plague focus in a remote
region of Algeria in 2008-09. In July Three patients presented to the Laghouat University Hospital. They were nomads living in a 24-Nomad camp in Thait El
Maa in the Laghouat * aread (550 km southwest of Algiers). One patient died of pneumonic plague. In January 2009, rodents were trapped inside nomad tents.
Y pestis was detected by molecular methods in rodents spleens. This place was not previously known as a plague focus. These data have just been accepted to
be published in Emerg Infect Dis (Bitam I, and coll).
