Council Structure 

The NPG Steering Council consists of up to nine members: 

• One Chair 
• One Chair-Elect 
• Up to seven Council Members 

Council members are encouraged to represent at least three world regions to ensure global 
perspectives. 

Terms of Service 

• Council Members: 4-year term 
• Chair and Chair-Elect: 2-year terms 
• Members may serve one additional consecutive term before stepping down for at least two 

years.  

This rotation ensures continuity and renewal within the Council. 

Eligibility 

Nominees must: 

• Be an ISTM Member and NPG Member for at least one year 
• Hold any nursing credential 
• Demonstrate interest and commitment to the mission and goals of the NPG 

Applicants should submit a CV and a brief vision statement. 
 Self-nominations are welcome; no proposer or seconder is required.

The Nominating Committee will review all applications and finalize the ballot. 
 At its discretion, the Committee may conduct brief interviews. A secure electronic ballot will then be 
sent to all NPG members for a 30-day voting period.

• Attend the Nurse Welcome Reception at CISTM

• Take part in projects and initiatives that advance travel health nursing
